to talk about possible future events and their likely results
· form:
FC consists of: IF CLAUSE  and MAIN CLAUSE 
IF + present simple,	 	will /won’t + inf.
will / won’t + inf.			 IF + present simple

	If I don’t help my dad, he will be angry.
	If it rains today, I won’t go out.

	The teacher will be angry if we come late to school.
